a formal education. She read a lot and worked hard to teach
herself. She was widely admired as an intelligent and capable
4 woman. Abigail spoke up for the rights of women at a time when
women had few rights.

When Abigail’s husband, John Adams, served as a delegate to
the Ce ituti Congress in Phi! ia, she their
family and farm. The couple wrote many letters to each other
about politics and home life. As John and his fellow delegates
worked to create a government, Abigail wrote in part, “in the
new Code of Laws . . . I desire you would remember the ladies.”

Although the framers of the Constitution did not follow Abigail’s
advice, she continued to speak and write for the rights of women.
