
Writing Cursive Q, Z, and D

Cursive Q and Z do not look like manuscript Q and Z. 
Cursive D looks something like manuscript D. Trace 
and write the letters.

Trace and write the names of the constellations. 
Always join cursive Q and Z to the letters that follow 
them, but do not join cursive D.

Objectives

• Write the capital cursive letters Q, Z, and D. 

• Write names containing these letters.

Warm Up

Show students the cursive Q, Z, and D 
Letter Formation videos.

Teach Write capital cursive letter Q on the board several times as you say the 
letter description, pointing out the curve up right and then down to the bottom.

Start below the top. Curve up right and down to the bottom. Loop and 
big hook right. | Comienza por debajo de la cima. Sube por la curva hacia la 
derecha. Luego baja hasta la base. Da la vuelta y gancho grande a la derecha.

Model and Guide Practice
